TARIFFS FOR WIRE RADIO BROADCASTING COMPANIES
I. Categories of royalty payers (hereinafter Users) for radio broadcasting and/ or cablecasting (including retransmission) of musical works
:

· legal entities and/ or natural persons, including individual entrepreneurs, public and local authorities, engaged in radio broadcasting or cablecasting (including retransmission) of musical works.
II. Royalty tariffs

The tariff size and royalties calculation method for each User shall be based on royalty minimum amounts, provided by the present Provision and shall be established for each User individually under the Licensing Contract signed between RAO and the User.
The royalty amount for radio broadcasting and/ or cablecasting (including retransmission) of musical works shall depend on the ratio between the timing of used works and the total timing of broadcasted or retransmitted radio programs and shall be calculated depending on the User’s income during the reporting period (a calendar quarter).

The tariff to be paid by the User shall be the following:

If the license (General license) issued by federal executive power body performing control and supervision of the mass media stipulates that the total volume of broadcasting should not exceed 126 hours per week, the following adjustment factors shall be applied:
