TARIFFS

for reproduction in print and on various carriers, and further distribution of works of visual arts and photography

The tariffs approved by RAO Authors’ Council Resolution # 4 of December 11, 2013 (Protocol #3) come into force January 1, 2014 and shall be applied in respect of works used after that date.

Tariffs application details
1. If the number of copies printed exceeds the figure shown below, royalties due for the type and size of reproduction in question shall be assessed pro rata to the number of copies produced.

2. In case of a print run of scientific, art and didactic publications, a 0.75 factor shall be applied to the rate.

3. If several (three or more) works are reproduced on the publication’s cover page, the remuneration shall be assessed in the amount of 0,75 of the corresponding rate for each used work.

4. Reproduction of a work in monographic publications and introduction of alterations into the work should be approved by the right holder.
